Casade Eiriz

Things to see near Casade Eiriz

1. Termas das Pedras Salgadas (3 km from Casa
de Eiriz)

A spa resort founded in 1904 whose waters are
renowned for treating bone and digestive diseases.
Opening: Open 8am-noon and 4pm-7pm. Closed
Sun and 16 Oct-31 May.

Comments: The spas are located in a magnificent
40 ha park. This resort was founded in 1904 and its
signs of age, progressively repaired, give a
nostalgic atmosphere. There are beautiful fountains,
bathhouses and an early 20th century casino. The
carbonated waters of Pedras Salgadas are used to
treat people with bone and digestive disorders.

2. Termas do Vidago (12 km from Casa de Eiriz)

A spa resort situated in a very beautiful tree-filled park.

Opening: Open 8am-noon and 4pm-7pm. Closed Sun and Oct-May.

Comments: This is a completely renovated spa resort situated in a beautiful tree-filled park, 11
km from Chaves. Opposite the entrance, the Palace-hotel's pink Art Deco facade is quite
majestic and evokes the early 20th Century, and the refined atmosphere of the great era.
Carbonated Vidago water is sold all over Portugal. Here, the water is used to cure people with
diseases affecting the circulatory, digestive and nervous systems.
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3. Castelo de Aguiar (Aguiar Castle)

Itis a singular Castle, dating from the IX or X century. It is situated in a
village called Castelo (Castle), on top of a big ganite rock. The findings from
archaelogical studies lead us to belive there were three major times of
occupation: Pre-History, Kelt and Roman.

There is only one entrance with six steps. If you climb some rocks you will
get to the highest point from which you will be able to have a magnificent
view over the Aguiar Valley and the Castelo village.

4. Mining remains in Trésminas

Trésminas is a major archaelogical mining complex, being considered by some historians as the
most important in Roman times.

It is important to mention it was probably during the reign of Augustus (7 a.C — 14 d.C) that its
systematic exploration began. It is believed that its exploration ceased during the time of Septimus
Severus (193 — 211 d.C), at the latest.

5. Reservoir in the Alvéo (Falperra)

It is one of the most enjoyable places in the municipality during the summer. Built in the 1950s to
solve the problems of water shortage, to irrigate the nearby fields, it also turned out to be an
excellent leisure spot. It has some infrastructures such as toilets, barbecues, specific areas where
you can swim and a bar.
